Indeed, it is clear that one franc has much greater value for him who has only a hundred than for a millionaire.  One ought then to distinguish the absolute value of an expected benefit from its relative value.  The latter is governed by motives that make it desirable, whereas the former is independent of them.  It is not possible to give a general principle for estimating this relative value: however, here is one proposed by Daniel Bernoulli, which may be useful in many cases.  The relative value of an infinitely small sum is equal to its absolute value divided by the total wealth of the interested party.
